Introduction to Researches on " Values"

Value Differences among Nations, Ethnic Groups and Time Periods

HANAI Tomomi

In this article, I will introduce various researches on values in chapters 2 and 3 and discuss the
value differences among nations, ethnic groups and time periods in chapters 4 and 5. In chapter 6,
I will discuss the problems confronting value researches and the possible solutions to these
problems. Chapter 2 focuses on value researches in cultural anthropology. The fieldwork
researches in cultural anthropology have demonstrated that there are several values that are
specific to certain regions. For example, the values pertaining to the roles of men and women
differ among ethnic groups. Chapter 3 focuses on value researches in psychology. The approaches
employed by these researches are roughly classified into two types: typology approach and trait
approach. These researches have offered the frameworks to examine values and have developed
various value scales. Chapter 4 presents an overview of various values in a number of nations and
regions from the World Values Surveys. According to the World Values Surveys, almost all major
areas of human values can be summarized into two value dimensions: Traditional/
Secular-rational and Survival/Self-expression values. Furthermore, they suggest that with the
progress of industrialization, people tend to place greater emphasis on Secular-rational values and
Self-expression values. In Chapter 5, I will discuss East-Asian values on the basis of the results
from the East Asia Values Survey. The East Asia Values Survey suggests that "Giri-Ninjo" is a
value peculiar to East-Asian countries. It also shows some value areas are related with changing
of community structures and economic structures. Chapter 6 discusses how to deal with the
profusion of values in an inclusive manner. Cultural Manifold Analysis proposes one possible

answer to it. It is believed to be one of the important issues currently confronting value research.
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
