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Network Analysis and its Applications in Tourism Research
Changping ZHANG (Toyo University)

Tourism has always been a networked industry characterized by high degrees of inter-dependency
where creation of collaborative relationships such as networks is imperative. The objective of this
paper is to identify the usefulness of network analysis in tourism studies. Firstly, we begin with an
introduction to the definition of network in tourism research as a special type of relation linking
defined sets of persons, objects or events. And network analysis is an approach and set of techniques
used to study the exchange of resources among actors such as individuals, groups, or organizations in
tourism business. Then a number of areas in which network concept has been applied in the tourism
literature are discussed such as collaboration and trust, network in marketing, communication in
tourism destination networks, network forms of governance for tourism, network and social capital,
and networks as representation of complex systems.

What data do we need to collect for network analysis in tourism study? A good drawing can help
us to understand the network structural characteristics. Subsequently, we guide network data collection
towards collection of data about relationships and discuss visualizing tourism network.

Finally, we take up three studies to explain how to apply the network analysis in tourism research.
Kwon et al. (2009) utilized a social network analysis to analyze stakeholders associated with rural
tourism in Hokaido Prefecture, Japan. They found that the network structure of rural tourism
stakeholders in Shikaoi-cho was much denser and more sociable/inclusive than that of Shintoku-
cho respondents. Thus, the two communities where rural tourism was perceived successful presented
different structure attributes in their social networks. Shin (2006) presents a quantitative method for
investigating the network characteristics of drive tourism at 16 destinations in Nantou County, Taiwan.
This investigation acquires the structural configuration of each destination within a particular area by
measuring centralities and suggests the appropriate tourism facilities and services of each particular
destination based on the structural characteristics relating to its network position on various touring
routes. Baggio (2008) compares tourism network and computer network in the island of Elba, Italy
and argues that the World Wide Web can provide an efficient and effective way to gather significant

samples of networked socio-economic systems to be used for network analysis and simulations.
